AT SIGNIS ASIA TV CONFERENCE

The Depbkd TV project vitled Bridging veer g Pandentic has recentdy won the
Grand Prize for Qutstanding Thematic Presentation' The prestigious cecognition
was given by Signis Asia, a regional group of Signis which is a World Catholic
Association for Communication known for fostering ecumenical dialogues on
television and on the internet.

The winning Deplid TV canpaign featured the Department ol Education’s
Blended Learning Strategy that uses television as one of the modalities of
instruction. The project also showcased DepEd TV’s Teacher Broadcaster
training program. DepEd TV was honored for ils use of technology in ensuring
that learning continues, even with the ahsence of face-1o-face classes as a resull
of the COVID-19 pandemic.

DepEd TV was also cited for adhering to the Department’s core values of
Maka-Diyos, Maka-Tao, Maka Bayan and Maka-Kalikasan The television
channel was praiscd for demonstrating that educational content can be
informative, yet at the same time, entertaining and delightful fur learncers,
parents and teachers.

The jury also commended the hard work of Teacher Broadcasters on and
off camera, It recognized their passion, dedication and resilience during the
global health crisis.

Signls has represeatations from over 10O countries. It is also recogrized by
the Vaucan. As an internalional bady, 1t has consultative status with Uniled
Nations Eduvcational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO}, the
Economic and Social Council {ECOSOC) of the United Nations, and the Council of
Europec. For its part, Signis Asia, which declared DepEd TV the grand prize winner,”

and East Asia. It also has commuunication desks in the flelds of Medin Lidicatio
Journalism, Radio, Televisian, Cinenia and Digitad Media,
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The Grand Prize for Outstanding Thematic Presentation was conferred
on DepEd TV during the Signis Asia TV Conference held in South Korea on
May 12 to 14, 2021. During this important event, representatives {rom eleven
countries shared themr expeviences and insights on how 1o serve Catholic
communications on television and online amid the pandemic.
